Traveling with the Son 
 

We’ve really had our share of snow in North Mississippi this winter. One week not long ago there was a day or so when 

the snow had been lying on the ground for a few days but the sun had been shining brightly for a couple days, too.  

Driving north on the highway I could see a landscape completely clear of snow or ice before me. However, in the 

rearview mirror places where the sun had not shined were covered with snow, creating a white backdrop from which I 

was continually emerging.  
 

Traveling in the direction of the sunshine was a much warmer experience than that of the shadows and crevices where 

the sun was blocked. Even though there was more terrain to enter full of snow and cold places, the sun spread before 

me a warmed future. The only way I knew I had come through a frigid, sometimes icy, area was by looking in the 

proverbial past of my mirror. 
 

It is amazing what we see and do not see depending on the direction we travel.  
 

Scripture reminds us that the journey of faith is all about direction. When Abram set out with a promise from God, 

direction was imperative.
