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As you read this we will be hours away from the start of the 27th General As-

sembly. It will be a great time of inspiration, fellowship, and the work of the 

Kingdom. These have the potential to be very significant days. It is possible 

that in some ways our church will change significantly during the Assembly.  

We will elect 3 new General Superintendents; perhaps we will elect a non- 

North American for the first time. The financial climate will dictate certain 

changes to the practical ways in which we function. 

 

I firmly believe that our essential message will not change. Holiness is still 

òour watchword and song.ó The delegates from here and abroad are commit-

ted to affirming our mission statement which is òTo Make Christlike Disciples 

in the Nations.ó 
 
It will be a time of revisiting our core values. They are: 

 

We are a Christian People ð we join all true believers in asserting and 

affirming the Lordship of Jesus Christ. It is our firm belief that man 

is born a sinner and that in order to gain a relationship and fellow-

ship with God, and to gain eternal life, he needs a Savior. We be-

lieve that Savior to be Jesus Christ the Son of God. We are Trinitar-

ian and believe in the inspiration of Scripture as our guide into all 

things pertaining to faith. 

 

We are a Holiness People -- God, who is holy, calls us to a life of holi-

ness. We believe that the Holy Spirit seeks to do in us a second 

work of grace, called by various terms including "entire sanctifica-

tion" and "baptism with the Holy Spirit" - cleansing us from all sin, 

renewing us in the image of God, empowering us to love God with 

our whole heart, soul, mind, and strength, and our neighbors as 

ourselves, and producing in us the character of Christ. Holiness in 

the life of believers is most clearly understood as Christlikeness. 

 

We are a Missional People -- We are a sent people, responding to the 

call of Christ and empowered by the Holy Spirit to go into all the 

world, witnessing to the Lordship of Christ and participating with 

God in the building of the Church and the extension of His kingdom 

(Matthew 28:19-20; 2 Corinthians 6:1). Our mission (a) begins in 

worship, (b) ministers to the world in evangelism and compassion, 

(c) encourages believers toward Christian maturity through disciple-

ship, and (d) prepares women and men for Christian service 

through Christian higher education. 

 

Pray diligently during these days. Pray that whatever will help us to uphold our 

doctrine, while maximizing our effectiveness, will be doneéto the glory of God, 

and the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

Hello Mississippi Nazarenes! 
 
I read a story recently about a group of new believers who were 

forced out of their comfort zone.  They had to leave their home 

town with the customs and culture they were used to, and to 

make matters worse they had to leave their great church behind; 

a church that could only be described as phenomenal.  Their un-

expected turn of events took them to an unfamiliar city full of dif-

ferent races and cultures.  To top it off, there really wasnõt a 

church for them to get involved with.  As new Christians this could 

have been a serious situation for them.  Perhaps the best sce-

nario would be that they band together and hunker down for their 

own spiritual survival.  But something better than that happened!  

Even as new Christians they had come to understand that Jesus 

gave us all one single mission, and that is to make disciples.  So, 

rather than grieving about all they had lost, or moaning about the 

tough place in which they found themselves, or hunkering down 

to protect themselves from the hostile and evil environment, they 

decided to share Jesus with anybody and everybody they could.  

In spite of their inexperience and ignorance they took the Gospel 

to people of all races, customs, and cultures.  The Lord helped 

them and many people believed and turned to the Lord! 

 

You probably recognize that story.  It comes from the eleventh 

chapter of the book of Acts, and is the true story of the planting of 

the Church in Antioch.  I have been fascinated by the phrase, 

òThe Lordõs hand was with them, and a great number of people 

believed and turned to the Lordó.  These believers who were 

forced to leave Jerusalem because of severe persecution didnõt 

have much going for them, but the Lordõs hand was with them, 

and that more than compensated for everything else!   

 

The application of this story is clear.  When we get as serious 

about the mission of Jesus as he is we can expect the same kind 

of response.  Jesus wants to help us make disciples!  He wants 

us to embrace our mission!  Letõs make Sunday School count for 

making disciples.  Letõs be consumed with our mission, and may 

it be said of us, òThe Lordõs hand was with them, and a great 

number of people in Jackson, and Vicksburg, and Columbia, and 

Houston, and Senatobia, and Hattiesburg, and Biloxi, and Gre-

nada, and Meridian, and Oxford, and New Albany, and Starkville, 

and throughout all of Mississippi believed and turned to the
